“In addition to the ticket sales income, which will all
go to the Amnesty International UK Charitable Trust,
we also raised an additional £466 via a raffle and
collection tins. This money will be used to support
the campaigning work and related expenses of our
local Glasgow West Al Group. So, overall, a grand
total of just over £2,350 was raised for Amnesty at
the event.
